Star & Life Service Requirements (revised for clarity June 2010)

For Star: 

First Class Scouts must take part in service projects totaling at least six hours of work. (Please note Star Scout requirement  4 in your Scout handbook.) 

·  At least three (3) hours must be in service to a non-Troop organization or effort in the community.  This effort does not have to be organized by the scout although it can be.  It is up to the scout to find an appropriate community service opportunity and to have his hours signed off by an adult who is responsible for that activity.  A scout’s entire 6 hours of service may be fulfilled this way.  These hours must be approved by the Scoutmaster before doing the work. 

· The remaining three (3) hours can be earned by helping other scouts on their Scoutmaster approved service projects, Eagle Scout projects or other troop-sponsored community service events.  As these projects have already been approved by the Scoutmaster, scouts who are participating in these projects do not need to get prior approval. 

For Life: 

Star Scouts must take part in service projects totaling at least six hours of work. (Please note Life Scout requirement  4 in your Scout handbook.) These hours must be approved by the Scoutmaster before doing the work.

· In order to help them prepare for the challenges of an Eagle project, Star scouts are strongly encouraged to find and organize their own Life service project.  

· After identifying a serve project opportunity (can be with the help of Scoutmaster, Assistant Scoutmasters or other scouts), the scout should find and meet with someone in the organization he proposes helping who will sponsor his project.  This adult sponsor works with the Scout to determined the scope of the project, any materials needed, etc. 

· The Scout must get the Scoutmaster approval for his proposed project before beginning any work or making any commitments to his potential sponsor. 

· It is not necessary for a scout to fundraise for a Life Service project. 

· The Scout should involve as many of his fellow scouts in the project as practical. This way he gets a sense of what organizing an Eagle service project will involve.

· The Scout should get a letter or ask for an e-mail  from his sponsor to confirm that it has been completed and the sponsor is satisfied.
